a. 12-12-12 – Miller made a motion to approve the minutes with any corrections. Chisha seconded. Motion carried 7-aye, 0-nay, 0 abstentions, 1 absent (Reiter). 
5. Old Business
a. Final Hearing –Decision for Exceptions for Admission to Teacher Education Program. This was presented by Alphia Creapeau.  Creapeau made changes recommended by Committee at its 12-12-12 meeting. Additional recommended changes are as follows: in title, replace Program with Department; in Policy Status, replace Changed with Revised and include the date policy was accepted by the Board of Directors; in Author, replace Change with Revision and add Faculty after Department; under Definitions, change program to department and capitalize teacher education department and add acronym CMN; include effective date. Brzezinski made a motion to accept the Decision for Exceptions for Admission to Teacher Education Department policy in final reading with recommended changes and forward to the Board of Directors for their consideration. Taylor seconded. Motion carried 7-aye, 0-nay, 0 abstentions, 1 absent (Reiter).
b. Final Hearing –Appeal of Decision of Admission Committee. This was presented by Alphia Creapeau. Creapeau made changes recommended by Committee at its 12-12-12 meeting. Additional recommended changes are as follows:  in Policy Status, replace Changed with Revised and include the date policy was accepted by the Board of Directors; in Author, replace Change with Revision and add Faculty after Department; under Policy Statement, add acronym CMN; and include effective date. Miller made a motion to approve the Appeal of Decision of Admission Committee policy in final reading with recommended changes and send to the Board of Directors for final approval. Taylor seconded. Motion carried 7-aye, 0-nay, 0 abstentions, 1 absent (Reiter).
c. Final Hearing – Teacher Education Program Admission. This was presented by Alphia Creapeau. Creapeau made changes recommended by Committee at its 12-12-12 meeting. Additional recommended changes are as follows:  in Policy Status, replace Changed with Revised and include the date policy was accepted by the Board of Directors; in Author, replace Change with Revision and add Faculty after Department; in last sentence on page two, change program to department and capitalize Teacher Education Department;  and include effective date. Brzezinski made a motion to approve the Teacher Education Department Admission policy in final reading with recommended changes and forward to the Board of Directors. Taylor seconded. Motion carried 7-aye, 0-nay, 0 abstentions, 1 absent (Reiter). 

Creapeau asked about the process for submitting already-approved policies that have non-substantive changes. These already-approved policies can bypass first reading and go to final  as long as they are submitted to Besaw with a letter requesting they be expedited and justifying the request. The procedure for new policies has been changed. First, the policy is sent to the Executive Cabinet for review. Next, the policy’s department representative presents the policy to the Executive Cabinet at the Cabinet’s meeting. Then, if the policy is approved by the Executive Committee, the representative sends the policy to Besaw for the Policy Committee’s review.
